The word Sherry has become problematic - to ask for a ‘Sherry’ doesn’t tell if you are getting a wine that is white or dark, dry or sweet. This

is El Marco and it starts with a range of dry white wines made from the Palomino grape, including those that are fortified and those that

are not - hence the continuum. There are also dry, amber-coloured Palomino styles. These are fortified wines with a marked developmental

character due to ageing: Amontillado, Oloroso, Palo Cortado. It is complex and often hard to understand, both in a literal and tasting sense

- but trust the process and you'll be rewarded.

misused in place of variety. Varietal glassware and varietal labelling are describing the object.

E.g. Pinot Noir is a grape variety that should be served in varietal glassware.
